Now in the second year of their coming

nnto the house of God at Jerusalem, in the

second month, began Zerubabbel, the son of

Shealtiel, and Jesliua, the son of . Jozadak,

and the remnant of their brethren, the

priests and Levites, and all they that w^ere

come out of the captivity nnto Jerusalem

:

and appointed the Levites, from twenty

years old and upw^ard, to set forward the

work of the house of the Lord. Then stood

Jesliua, wdth his sons and his brethren,

Kadmiel, and his sons, the sons of Judali,

together, to set forw^ard the w-orkmen in the

house of God ; the sons of Henedad, with

their sons and brethren, the Levites. And
when the builders laid the foundation of the

temple of the Lord, thy set the priests in

their apparel with trumpets, and the Levites,
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the sorfcs of Asaph, with cymbals, to j^i'aise

the Lord, after the ordmance of David, king

of Israel. And they sung together by
course, in praising and giving thanks unto

the Lord, because he is good, for his mercy
endureth forever toward Israel. And all the

people shouted with a great shout when they

praised the Lord, because the foundation of

the house of the Lord was laid. Ezra iii.

8—11.

Now when the adversaries of Judah and

Benjamin heard that the children of the

captivity builded the temple unto the Lord
God of Israel, then they came to Zerub-

babel, and to the chief of the fathers, and

said unto them. Let us build with you

;

for we seek your God as ye do ; and we do

sacrifice unto him, since the days of Esar-

haddon, king of Assur, which brougLt us up
hither. But Zerubbabel and Jeshua, and

the rest of the chief of the fathers of Israel,

said unto them, ye have nothing to do with

us to build an house unto our God ; but we
ourselves together Avill build unto the Lord

God of Israel, as king Cyrus, the king of

Persia, hath commanded us. Then the peo-
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pie of the land weakened the hands of the

people of Judah, and troubled them in

building, and hired counsellors against

4hem, to frustrate their purpose, all the days

of Cyrus, king of Persia, even until the reign

of Darius, king of Persia. And in the reign

of Ahasuerus, in the beginning of his reigu,

wrote they unto him an accusation against

the inhabitants of Judah and Jerusalem.

And in the days of Artaxerzes wrote Bish-

1am, Mithredath, Tabeel, and the rest of

their companions, unto Artaxerxes, king of

Persia ; and the writing of the letter was

written in the Syrian tongue, and inter-

preted in the Syrian tongue : E-ehum, the

Chancellor, and Shimshai, the scribe, wrote

a letter against Jerusalem to Artaxerxes,

the king, in this sort : This is a copy of the

letter that they sent unto him, even uuto

Artaxerxes, the king :—Thy servants, the

men on this side the river, and at such a

time. Be it known unto the king, that the

Jews, which came up from thee to us, are

come into Jerusalem, building the rebel-

hous and the bad cit}-, and have set up the

walls thereof, and joined the foundations.

Be it known now unto the king, that if this

city be builJecl, and the walls set tip again

then will they not pay toll, tribute and cus-

tom, and so thou shalt endamage the rev-*

enue of the kingvS. Now because we have

maintainence from the king's palace, and it

was not meet for us to see the king's dis-

honor, therefore have we sent and certified

the king ; that search may be made in the

book of the records of thy fathers ; so that

thou find in the book of the records, and

know that this city is a rebellious city, and

hurtful unto kings and provinces, and that

they have moved sedition wdthin the same

of old time ; for which cause w^as this city

destroyed. Wo certify the king, that if this

city be builded again, and the walls thereof

set up, by this means thou shalt have no

portion on this side tho river. Then sent

the king an answer tuitj E-ehum, the chan-

cellor, and to Shimshai, tho scribe, and to

the rest of their companions that dwell in

Samaria, and unto the rest beyond tho river.

Peace, and at such a time. The letter which

yo sent us hath been plainly i ead before me.

And I commanded, and search hath been
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made, and it is found that this city of old

time hath made insmTection against kings,

and that rebelHon and sedition have been

made therein. There have been mighty

kings also over Jerusalem, which have ruled

over all countries beyond the river; and

toll, tribute and custom Avas paid unto them.

Give ye now commandment to cause these

men to cease, and tliat this city be not

builded, until another commandment be

given from me. Take heed how that ye fail

not to do this : why should damage grow to

the hurt of kings ? Now, wJien the copy of

king Artaxerxes' letter was read before

Eehum, and Shimshai, the scribe, and the r

companions, they went up in haste to Jeru-

-salem, unto the Jews, and made thcin to

cease by force and power. Then ceased the

work of the house of God, which is at Jeru-

salem. So it ceased unto the second year

of the reign of Darius, king of Persia.
